General Introduction

Welcome to the Ocean Maths workshop. I hope you will enjoy the maths today.  Our aim is to explain a little bit about the maths your child will be doing this year and hopefully help you to enjoy playing the games with your child today and at home. Your child will bring some ocean maths homework home every other week.
Introduce the maths for the workshop. (Objectives for the teacher)

This homework is all about weighing. Children learn best about weight when handling objects. We are going to talk about heavier and lighter and get a feel for some objects. The game in the middle of this homework is tricky to play with so many people but you must try it at home. (Teachers you may want to use a game from another homework)

We are also going to look at number patterns and estimating.

Activity 1: Which is heaviest/lightest?  

Need a variety of different everyday objects to compare.

Ask children to come out and hold two different objects one in each hand and say which they think is heavier/lighter. Do this a few times asking the rest of the workshop to join in and decide which one they think.

You could order the items from lightest to heaviest (in a higher /lower kind of game)
Activity 2: OM Homework game ‘Shopping’, we recommend 1B5 Sorting data which is good fun.

Follow instructions on the homework

Activity 3: Weight board game

One child has the top board, the other the bottom board.

Children take turns to point to one of their pictures. The other child spins the spinner and has to place a counter on one of their pictures that matches the description on the spinner, i.e. weights more or weight less. The first player to cover all their pictures is the winner.

Activity 4: Make ten

Using 0-10 cards

Shuffle cards and put them in a pile. Pick the top card and put it face up. Your partner has to call out the number which goes with this card to make 10. Continue playing and keep score of how many you get correct then swap over.

Activity 5: Estimating

Use the round nesting boxes to estimate how many if you have access to them or Russian dolls. We often have to estimate when doing weighing so this is good practice.

Estimating is an important skill. Ask people to estimate how many people they think are in the hall today. Estimate how many windows in the hall etc. Using the sheet you have been given. With your partner both make an estimate as to how many dots there are? Follow the instructions on the sheet.

Activity 6: Number Chains

Ask for some examples of number patterns. E.g. counting in 2’s, 5’s, 10’s or 1’s forwards or backwards, odds and evens. You can start at different numbers.

Now ask pairs to use the empty number chains to make some patterns of their own. Work together.
