Introduction 
You play a very important role in your child’s learning. Children learn in many different ways.  Games are a good way to learn you don’t have to write things down. Explain about the game in the middle. Stress importance of it. Thank parents for coming. 

Introduce the maths for the workshop. (Objectives for the teacher)

Explain that we are going to talk about number bonds to 10 and 20. Say how important these are to know and learn, and how they can help later on with adding larger numbers e.g. 1 and 9 = 10 and 10 and 90 = 100 etc.  
I hope you’ll enjoy today’s workshop and try these types of games at home.

Warm up counting activity
Activity 1: Addition facts to 10/20 
Explain what addition facts to 10/20 are and why children need to learn them. Use the hearts in love cards for number bonds to 10 first and then for number bonds to 20. Have the children call out the corresponding number. The number that is in love with the number on the other side.  In pairs they try the activity turning over a 0-9 card, partner calls out what its partner will be.  Demo 1st with the large cards.
Activity 2: Number Tennis

Have some numbers ready to demo and start pairs off.
Activity 3: Hide the counters

Use demo counters on the board at the front.

Game: Put twenty large counters with blu tack onto the board at the front .Ask children to close their eyes.  Take some counters off and hide them in your hand. Ask children to look at the board and tell you how many counters are in your hands.  Ask them how they worked it out. They will need to use addition facts to twenty. 

Then everyone can try this in pairs.
Activity 4: Addition facts game 
Take it in turns to roll the 3 1-6 dice. Add 2 of the numbers together and subtract the other. Put a counter on the answer on the grid (see attached sheet). 

Keep going until all the answers are covered. The winner is the person who covers all the numbers on their grid.  This could also be played against a time limit for those children who can add the numbers quickly.

Activity 5: Traffic lights (game in middle of the homework) 
Explain strategies for adding three small numbers, as this will be needed in the game.  E.g. looking for number bonds first or the largest number.

Demonstrate and play the game first.

Activity 6: Addition Facts

Roll 2 dice; add together what number bonds make that total e.g. 3+4 =7. Place counter on your choice of numbers 1-9 e.g. 1+6 or 2+5 or 3+7 or 0+7. Continue until you can no longer cover any more numbers. Total the remaining numbers. Winner is the person who has the lowest total.
Activity 7: Addition facts bingo 
Put in numbers 1-20. Play straight forward bingo call out number have it cross it off. OR

Number facts for up to 20 bingo.

Children have a 3 x 2 bingo grid and write a number between 0 and 20 in each box. Using the number facts up to 20 addition bingo cards, and /or subtraction call out different cards, if children have the answer they can cross out the number. Or just make up addition and subtraction calculations up to 20.

E.g. 18 - 3 = 15  If you have 15 on your board you can cross it off. 

       12 + 4 = 16  If you have 16 on your board you can cross it off.
End with Boxes/dolls and or higher and lower game using numbers to 20 or 2x table
Activity 8: Extra activity
Write out facts for one number, say corresponding subtraction facts.

E.g.
18 + 2
= 20, 
2 + 18
= 20, 

20 - 2
= 18, 

20 - 18
= 2

They could try it with 16 + 4 = 20…

Get them to say addition and subtraction facts for others.

Suggest that children and parents could make their own cards at home for different numbers to help them learn them.
