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Year 4 Workshop Plan

Homework 4.C.5 – Fractions and Money

Resources needed for this workshop

General Introduction

Remind children and adults about doing homework together at home so they can talk about the activities. Do as much of the homework they can and then remember to bring it back to school. Praise parents for what they already do supporting their children and emphasise what a difference it makes when they support their children by coming to a workshop like today or with homework at home. Research shows it really does make a difference to a child’s learning when parental support is there. Remember it is a parent workshop as well, so do remember to include and involve parents. The children and parents should have fun it’s not like a normal numeracy lesson in the classroom. 

Introduce the Maths for the Workshop (Objectives for the teacher)

Warm up

Hold up some fraction cards. Ask children to call out their names. Then ask some children to come out and put themselves in order from smallest fraction to largest.

Activity 1: Counting on in fractions





Write 1/2, 1, 11/2 on the board.

Divide the group into two teams. Put a grid like this on the board.

E.g. team 1 choose 1/2, then team 2 choose 1 so the total is 11/2. Then team 1 choose 11/2, so the total is 3. They carry on to 10.

Teams take it turns to add either 1/2, 1, 11/2. 

The winner is the first team to make 10 exactly. If no –one makes ten exactly then no one is the winner.

Activity 2: OMP Homework Game What’s Underneath Focus is on adding coins and finding totals. Highest total wins. May want to show coins and add some together before playing game.
Activity 3 The Money Game

The middle Level
Activity 4: The quarters game


Demonstrate and play this game using the attached sheet.

The aim is to be the player who colours the last quarter. The first player rolls the 1-6 dice. They then colour in that many quarters. They have to write down the total number of quarters coloured so far, so if they rolled 3, they would write 3/4. The next player then rolls the dice. They too colour in that many quarters and write the new total. So if they had rolled a 2 the new total would be 11/4. Players keep playing until all the quarters are shaded. 

Explain clearly to the children about wholes ones and quarters.

Activity 5


End with a bingo game. Could be multiplication bingo, select the times tables that you want to use. Either roll two 0-6 dice to generate nos. or just call out different multiplication.
