General Introduction

Welcome. Thank you for coming.   You play a very important role in your child’s learning. Children learn in many different ways.  Games are a good way to learn you don’t have to write things down. Explain about the game in the middle. Stress importance of it. Thank parents for coming. 

Introduce the maths for the workshop. (Objectives for the teacher)

Numbers to 100. Children in year 2 should know the numbers up to 100 and be able to say the next number, and know whether numbers are larger or smaller
Warm up Quick Fire
Activity 1 
 Hold up cards, say the next number. Say the number before.

Play: Is it larger?

Deal out two cards each. Look at the digits you have been given and make a two-digit number. Read out your number. The person who has made the highest number gets a point.

Play as a group and then in pairs.

Activity 2 
Talk about counting up to 100. In year 2 children should be able to count to at least 100 forwards and backwards.

And count in tens.

Let’s do some counting as a group. 

Count in 10s starting from 0.

Count in 10s starting from other numbers. Look at 100 square. Point out pattern.

Now we are going to do some counting in our heads. Do finger counting. Only look at 100 square if you need to.

Play counting game with your partner. Turn over the top digit card. Count in 10s from this number up to 100. If you get it right you can take a counter. Can count backwards if you want to make it harder.

Play in two groups to demonstrate. As in number tennis.
Activity 3: Doubling 
Draw ladder or staircase to demo.
Another skill year 2 need to have is doubling. Discuss what doubling is. 

Play 3-step doubler as a group. Write numbers on board. E.g 1,2,4 or 2,4,8
Play with your partner. 

Can you be a 5-step doubler? 1,2,4,8,16        
Activity 4: Game in middle - Three in a row 
Demonstrate how to play.

Activity 5 Shape Activity
Describe the properties of a shape. Guess what it is.

Ordering the months of the year? (I’ll bring along some cards with months on them)

Activity 6 Doubles Bingo
Choose from 2,4,6,8,10,12,1,4,16,18,20,22,2,4,26,28,30
