General Introduction

Welcome to the Ocean Maths workshop. Thank you for coming and I hope you are looking forward to spending some time playing maths games with your child. I hope you will enjoy it. Research shows that parents who spend time showing an interest in their child’s learning, playing games talking with them or just listening to them can really help their child’s learning..
Introduce the maths for the workshop (Objectives for the teacher)

All about adding money and numbers. Particularly adding 10 and 11. So 10 and 1 more.
Warm up Activities
Counting starting from different numbers.
Counting in tens starting from different numbers. Use number square if need to. Count in 2’s, in 5’s  Hold up some 1 and 2 digit numbers everyone call out what they are. Think of a shape e.g triangle, square, circle. Draw it on your partners back with your finger. Can they say which one you drew. Draw a number. Ask group to draw a number 10 in the air with their finger/nose/ear. Put fingers flat on table. Partner asks you to move each finger in turn, now tap it, bend it. Swap.

Activity 1

Show the different coins. Ask children what each one is worth? What might they be able to buy with it? 

If time show the pictures and guess the prices (May want to do this at the end)

Activity 2
Each pair should have some coins in a bag to use. You also have a sheet.  See if you can complete the sheet/s. Give an example or ask for an example e.g. 5p + 2p = 7p. Pairs complete their sheets using their coins in the bag.

Alternative Activity 2 (If you don’t want to use money)

Using 2 dice take it in turns with your partner to roll both and add up your total. The highest total wins a point. Keep a track of the points. The 1st person to 5 is the winner.

Activity 3: Spider Spider (We will demo this at front)
Use A4 paper to draw on.

Aim is to be the first one to draw a complete spider

Throw both dice

First you need to score 10 to draw a body

Then you need to score 8 to draw a head

You need 5 to draw an eye  (one at a time)

You need 7 to draw a leg

You must get the body first, then you can start collecting legs. But you can’t get the eyes until you have the head.

You need 1 body, 1 head, 2 eyes and 8 legs in total.

Keep taking turns to throw until one of you has a complete spider. You both need to draw your own spider.

If somebody wins play again if you have time.

Activity 4: Find the difference

Throw two dice and find the difference between the numbers. What are all the differences you can get this way?  E.g. I throw 4 my partner throws 6; the difference is 2

Before you play this game talk about adding 10 and 11 or ten and 1 more.
Activity 5: OM homework Game Winning Hands

Alternative 
Activity 6: Finding totals (Do demonstrate this first) This is a more challenging version of the 1st game.
The first person throws two dice

They add up the dice numbers to find their total 

E.g. 6 and 5 = 11

The other person throws the two dice.

They add up the dice numbers to find their total.

E.g. 4 and 3 = 7

The person with the highest total wins this round.

Their score is the difference between the two totals.

The loser gets 0 points.

So player one wins and their score is 11 - 7 = 4

If the totals are the same no one wins the round.

Keep track of your score. 

The first person to 20/30 is the winner.

Activity 7: Bingo

Each pair write down in a 2x2 grid numbers 1-20
Or may wish to do an addition version using numbers to 20

· Count, read, write and order whole numbers to at least 100

· Recognise coins and notes of different values

· Exchange coins for their equivalent value using two or three smaller coins
