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Year 1 Workshop Plan

General Introduction

Talk about the Importance of parents coming along and spending some time playing the games at home with their children. Explain what homework is about. By end of Y1 children should be familiar with numbers to 20. So this homework is like a revision of what they have covered this year. 

Introduce the maths for the workshop. (Objectives for the teacher)

This is really a revision session consolidating what many children will now really have the hang of. Therefore a chance to show off to parents. If you think your class will find the activities too easy then add your own and adapt these to suit abilities.
Activity 1: Warm up
Have a counting stick and a 1-100 square to show the patterns.

Do some counting together 

Up to 20 

Count on and back

In ones, twos, and tens and fives, odds and evens

Start from different numbers

Activity 2: Cover up (OM Game in the middle)

Ask a child to come out and play to demonstrate.

Instructions are in the middle of the homework

Explain there are various ways you can play this game. Go through them. We need to decide on the rules for this particular game. Perhaps play more than once and try different version each time.
Activity 3: Talk about number bonds/Make number bonds
Discuss addition bonds to 10 and 20 and what they are and why it is important for children to know them. Show hearts in love cards or your own version of something similar. (Make a sheet of 5 small hearts on A4 paper for parents to take home and make at home) Or do that activity in the workshop.  For this workshop ask for the pairs to write in the number bonds. One on each side of the card.  Choose number bonds to 10 or 20. They will only write in the number and on the back its partner. The cutting out and decoration can be done at home. So make sure they take this home.

Activity 4: How many ways to make ten?

You need 10 counters to play (This could be extended to use 20 counters if the group seem more able or individuals)

Sheet with boxes

Put some counters in each of the three boxes

Now count the counters and write in the boxes with the addition signs the number in each box.

Now add them together.

Do the same again but share the counters out in a different way.

How many different ways can you make ten or try 20

Activity 5:  3 in a row
Activity 6: Group Game at the end Higher/lower

Choose 6 children give each child a card with a calculation written on it (+ and – facts to 20)

E.g. 11+4=

3+5=

12-2=

Use addition and subtraction. Each child turns over their card one by one. After each one we work out the answer then have to decide if the next answer will be higher or lower. Finger on nose if think higher, hands on head if think lower. Or use the 2, 5, or 10 x table

Know the number names to 20 and recite them in order from and back to zero.

Count a set of objects

Count on and back in twos

Recognise odd and even numbers

Adding numbers altogether

Other activities:
Activity: higher/ lower using x2 tables

Activity: partner games using numbers 1-9 (number bonds)
Who can cover all the numbers lowest number wins

Activity: Who can win column or row? Numbers in boxes

Each child chooses to be the column or the row

Shuffle pack of number cards turn upside down. Each child picks a card and places it in a space .when all cards are used add up the columns and the rows 

Largest number wins.
Activity: Bingo with numbers up to 30
