General Introduction

Welcome to the workshop. Thank you for coming and hope you are looking forward to joining in with the games and activities.

Introduce the maths for the workshop. (Objectives for the teacher)

This homework is about time. 

Time is not just about telling the time it’s also about having a sense of time. Young children often say things like have I had lunch yet? So it’s important to help them understand the timing of their day. 

By end of Year 1 It’s good if children know the days of the week and have a sense of what happens on those days.

Time is a very good area of maths to work on at home.

Warm up
Counting in 5’s

Count in 2’s and 10’s. Talk about how there are 60 minutes in 1 hour and we count round the clock in 5’s. Then count in 5’s

Activity 1: Timing
How long is a minute? Let’s see. Count to 60 in your head. I’ll time it on my watch and tell you when to stop see if you reach 60 at the same time. How many times can you write your name in 1 min? How many skips can you do?
Activity 2: Days of the week
Ordering the days of the week.
Get 7 children to come to the front.  Read the days of the week. 

What day shall we start with? Then order the cards.

Move first child to the end. Is the order still right? Yes explain why.

What do you do on certain days? Ask teachers before PE etc

Tell your partner what is your favourite day of the week and why.
Activity 3: Earlier and later





When it comes to telling the time in Y1 at this point children only need to worry about knowing o’clock and half past.

Tell your partner one thing that happens in your day and at what time.

Look at one clock together. Big/long hand on 12 and small/short hand on the hour. So if small hand pointing to 4 its 4 o’clock. 

Read some times together.

Tell your partner one thing that happens in your day at an O’clock time and show that time on the clock.

Play earlier later (like higher lower) Say the 12 o’clock is the 12 when we have our lunchtime.

Now let’s make our clocks show half past.

Do some half past times together.

Activity 4: OM Homework Game ‘Telling the time’


Game in middle: Telling the time

Explain how to play. Emphasise you must say the time that that clock says.

Activity 5: Timing


If time use minute timer. Can you sit quietly for one minute? While we are sitting quietly think how many times you could write you name in one minute.

Then write name as many times as possible in one minute.

Activity 6: Recap number bonds if time



Number bonds for 10. Show hearts in love cards.
Roll the dice. You have to say what number goes with that number to make 10. Play as two teams to demonstrate.
